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Introduction:
Green Ridge Primary Academy will be a school which cultivates strong cultural, social and moral values, as identical to the REAch2 touchstones. An exciting and innovative curriculum will be made special by a wide range of unique learning experiences. A talented and well qualified workforce will engage all learners in reaching the highest standards. High aspirations and expectations will encompass the life of the school and support the development of children with high self-esteem, self-discipline and strong community spirit.
Education is an essential ingredient for future success. By taking the time to build character in every child through our ethos, code of conduct, curriculum and assemblies, we can teach all children to be successful. 
The community will have a new school to be proud of because we are not afraid to make our expectations clear and ensure they are followed. We will not compromise on a thorough grounding in literacy and maths; however our curriculum will be exciting, motivational and strongly reflect an engagement with 21st century technologies.

Admission number:
Green Ridge Primary Academy will admit 60 pupils into Reception in its first year of opening and for subsequent years thereafter. Green Ridge Primary Academy will also offer in-year admission places where places are available.  

Applying for a place:

All applications must be made via Buckinghamshire County Council’s admissions portal by 3pm on the 16th January 2017. 

Please note: in the unlikely event that we have not entered into a funding agreement with the Secretary of State opening the school by this date, they will be conditional offers and will be confirmed once we have a signed funding agreement. 
 

 
Oversubscription criteria 

When the academy is oversubscribed, after the admission of pupils with an Education Health and Care Plan naming the school, applications for Green Ridge Primary Academy will then be considered in line with the following, ranked oversubscription criteria. 

1. Looked After Children or previously looked after children (as defined in Annex A)

2. Children with a sibling attending the school (as defined in Annex A): Children who have a sibling in attendance at the academy and who will still be attending the academy at the applicants date of entry to the academy

3. Children of school staff recruited to fill a skill shortage post – this will be subject to confirmation by a REAch2 non-executive Regional Ambassador that, on the evidence available, the post does indeed relate to a skills shortage in the area

4. Children living within catchment: Children living within the agreed catchment area, as shown in Annex B. 




5. Other Children: In the event of oversubscription within the criteria above, priority will be determined by straight line distance from home to school, those living closest being given the highest priority. Distance is measured from the front door of the child’s home to the front gates of the school in a straight line. If two children live exactly the same distance away random allocation will be used and overseen by someone independent of the school. However, where the 60th place is allocated to the child from a multiple birth we will also admit their multiple birth sibling(s) as an ‘excepted pupil’ under the infant class size rules.
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Late applications
All applications received after the deadline will be considered to be late applications. Late applications will be considered after those received on time. If, following consideration of all applicants, the school is oversubscribed, parents may request that their child is placed on the school’s waiting list. 

Deferred entry for infants
Parents offered a place in reception for their child have a right to defer the date their child is admitted, or to take the place up part-time, until the child reaches compulsory school age. Places cannot be deferred beyond the beginning of the final term of the school year for which the offer was made. Children reach compulsory school age on the prescribed day following their 5th birthday (or on their fifth birthday if it falls on a prescribed day). The prescribed days are 31 August, 31 December and 31 March
The Headteacher will decide how to respond to such requests, on a case-by-case basis and based on what they believe is in the best interests of the child after liaising with the parents/carers and, where appropriate, the local authority
Admission of children outside their normal age group
Parents may request that their child is admitted outside their normal age group.  When such a request is made, the academy trust will make a decision on the basis of the circumstances of the case and in the best interests of the child concerned, taking into account the views of the headteacher and any supporting evidence provided by the parent.

Waiting lists
The academy will operate a waiting list for each year group. Where in any year the academy receives more applications for places than there are places available, a waiting list will operate until the end of the first term after the beginning of the school year. This will be maintained by the Academy Trust and it will be open to any parent to ask for his or her child’s name to be placed on the waiting list, following an unsuccessful application. 
Children’s position on the waiting list will be determined solely in accordance with the oversubscription criteria. Where places become vacant they will be allocated to children on the waiting list in accordance with the oversubscription criteria.  The waiting list will be reordered in accordance with the oversubscription criteria whenever anyone is added to or leaves the waiting list. 

Appeals 
All applicants refused a place have a right of appeal to an independent appeal panel constituted and operated in accordance with the School Admission Appeals Code. Appellants should contact REAch2 Academy Trust’s Admissions Team for information on how to appeal:

Applying for a place in Subsequent years
In subsequent years, Green Ridge Primary Academy will become part of the LA’s coordinated admissions scheme. The admission arrangements will be published on the school’s website as well as in the Local Authority’s composite admissions prospectus and parents will need to fill in the Local Authority’s Common Application Form instead of the school’s application form. 

Annex A - Definitions

Looked after Children
A ‘looked after child’ or a child who was previously looked after but immediately after being looked after became subject to an adoption, child arrangements  or special guardianship order will be given first priority in oversubscription criteria ahead of all other applicants in accordance with the School Admissions Code. A looked after child is a child who is (a) in the care of a local authority, or (b) being provided with accommodation by a local authority in the exercise of their social services functions (as defined in Section 22(1) of the Children Act 1989) at the time of making an application to a school. 

Home address
Applications will normally be processed on the basis of the home address for the child at the time of application, unless, where there is a new home address, proof of an exchange of contracts or copy of a tenancy agreement is provided. The home address is considered to be the address at which the child resides on a permanent basis or is ‘ordinarily resident’. This is generally the address of the parent/carer. In some cases, children may be ‘ordinarily resident’ for the majority of the school week, including overnight, with another relative or carer, such as a grandparent. Where this is the case, the application may be processed on the basis of that address and proof of address and residence arrangements will be required with the application. The child must be living with the relative or carer 24 hours per day, for the majority of the school week. Arrangements where parents can leave and collect children from another relative or carer on a daily basis will be regarded as childcare arrangements, and the child will not be deemed to be ‘ordinarily resident’ with that person.  In all cases we expect that the adult with whom the child is ‘ordinarily resident’ receives the child benefit for the child (where eligible).

Siblings
A relevant sibling is a child who has a brother, sister, adopted brother or sister or stepbrother or stepsister living in the same family unit in the same family household and address as a child who attends the school in any year group excluding the final year. Biological siblings who attend the school in any year group excluding the final year will also be treated as siblings irrespective of place of residence. Children residing in the same household as part of an extended family, such as cousins, will not be treated as siblings.  
Excepted pupils (infant classes)
Infant classes must not contain more than 30 pupils with a single school teacher. Additional children may be admitted under limited exceptional circumstances. These children will remain an ‘excepted pupil’ for the time they are in an infant class or until the class numbers fall back to the current infant class size limit. The excepted children are: 
a) children admitted outside the normal admissions round with statements of special educational needs or Education, Health and Care Plans specifying a school; 
b) looked after children and previously looked after children admitted outside the normal admissions round; 
c) children admitted, after initial allocation of places, because of a procedural error made by the admission authority or local authority in the original application process; 
d) children admitted after an independent appeals panel upholds an appeal; 
e) children who move into the area outside the normal admissions round for whom there is no other available school within reasonable distance;
 f) children of UK service personnel admitted outside the normal admissions round; 
g) children whose twin or sibling from a multiple birth is admitted otherwise than as an excepted pupil; 
h) children with special educational needs who are normally taught in a special educational needs unit attached to the school, or registered at a special school, who attend some infant classes within the mainstream school.

Parent/Carers
A parent/carer is any person who has parental responsibility or care of the child. Parental responsibility for a child is set out in section 2 of the Children Act 1989.
